Title:

Tagline:

Typography: 

For the title, I will use a script font like Rough Anthem for the word good and a sans serif like 

Roboto Light for the words hand. The fonts will be stacked. The tagline will be in sans-serif. 

 

Visual Elements: 

The poster will feature a character portrait with the main character smiling. She will be 

surrounded by playing cards displaying less favorable cards and with a few favorable ones. She 

is smiling to show that she is an optimistic person though disadvantaged. The color scheme will 

feature black, white, and red. The overall work will feature dullness and unsaturation with the 

focal point being the main character’s smile.
